Tanzania safari circuit without needing a very long holiday. Nyerere offers expansive wilderness,
river scenery, game drives, and optional boat safari experiences around the Rufiji River area,
while Mikumi adds open savannah plains, baobab landscapes, and accessible wildlife viewing. This
route is ideal for safari travellers who prefer fewer crowds, varied landscapes, and a practical start
and finish through Dar es Salaam. Fidelity Safaris operates this private 6 days Southern Tanzania

Day 1
Dar es Salaam to Nyerere National Park
Meals: Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Nyerere lodge or tented camp

Meet your Fidelity Safaris guide in Dar es Salaam and begin the journey to Nyerere National Park.
The drive takes you from the city towards southern Tanzaniau2019s wilderness landscapes, with
stops along the way for rest and scenery. Arrive at your lodge or camp, check in, and relax.
Depending on arrival time and final lodge location, an optional boat safari or sunset experience can
be arranged at extra cost.

Full Day Game Drive in Nyerere National Park
Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Nyerere lodge or tented camp

Spend a full day exploring Nyerere National Park by safari vehicle. This wilderness area offers varied
habitats, including woodland, open areas, riverine scenery, and seasonal water sources that attract



wildlife. Your guide will search for elephants, lions, giraffes, buffalo, zebras, antelopes, hippos,
crocodiles, and birdlife. Enjoy picnic lunch in the park before continuing with afternoon wildlife
viewing and returning to camp for dinner.

Day 3
Nyerere River Experience and Wildlife Viewing
Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Nyerere lodge or tented camp

Continue enjoying the Nyerere wilderness with a flexible day planned around wildlife conditions and
guest preference. You may take another game drive, add a boat safari on the Rufiji River area, or
arrange a guided walking safari where available and permitted. This day gives the itinerary a slower
pace and allows more time for photography, birdwatching, and river-based scenery before your final
overnight in the Nyerere area.

Nyerere National Park to Mikumi National Park

After breakfast, depart the Nyerere area and travel towards Mikumi National Park. The drive passes
through rural southern Tanzania landscapes and gives a good sense of the region beyond the main
safari roads. Arrive near Mikumi, check in at your lodge or camp, and relax. If time allows, your
guide may arrange a short introductory game drive or scenic stop before dinner.

Day 5
Full Day Game Drive in Mikumi National Park
Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Mikumi lodge or tented camp

Spend the day exploring Mikumi National Park, one of the most accessible parks in southern
Tanzania. The park is known for open plains, baobabs, woodland, and strong wildlife-viewing
opportunities. Look for elephants, giraffes, buffalo, zebras, wildebeest, impalas, warthogs, hippos,
and predators depending on the season and wildlife movement. Return to your lodge or camp for
dinner and overnight after a rewarding day in the park.

Arrive in Dar es Salaam
for airport drop-off, hotel drop-off, or onward travel arrangements. This marks the end of your 6
days Southern Tanzania safari with Fidelity Safaris.
