The itinerary combines Stone Town history, Prison Island, Nakupenda Sandbank, spice farm
experiences, Jozani Forest, east coast beach life, and the popular north coast areas of Nungwi and
Kendwa. It is ideal for first-time Zanzibar visitors who want a complete introduction to the island’s
culture, coast, nature, and relaxed tropical atmosphere. The tour begins in Stone Town, where
narrow streets, old buildings, markets, and coastal views introduce Zanzibar’s Swahili heritage. It
then continues to island excursions, spice heritage, forest wildlife, Paje or Jambiani beach time,
and north coast relaxation. Fidelity Safaris operates this Zanzibar island tour with private
transfers, guided activities, and flexible accommodation options based on your preferred comfort
level.

Later, take a boat excursion to Prison Island and continue to Nakupenda
Sandbank when sea and tide conditions are suitable. Return to Stone Town for overnight.

Spice Farm Tour and Transfer to the East Coast

Visit a spice farm to learn about Zanzibaru2019s spice heritage and local crops such as cloves,
cinnamon, cardamom, vanilla, tropical fruits, and other seasonal plants. After the tour, continue
toward the east coast and check in around Paje or Jambiani. The rest of the day is free to enjoy the
beach and relaxed coastal atmosphere.

After the visit, return to the east coast for beach time around Paje or Jambiani. This day balances
nature, photography, and relaxed Indian Ocean scenery.
