Overview

This 8 days Kilimanjaro Lemosho route climb is designed for travellers who want a scenic,
rewarding, and well-paced Mount Kilimanjaro trekking experience. The Lemosho route begins on
the western side of Kilimanjaro, entering through Londorossi Gate before passing through
rainforest, the Shira Plateau, moorland, alpine desert, and the high summit zone. Compared with
shorter Kilimanjaro climbs, this 8-day itinerary gives climbers more time on the mountain and a
more gradual approach before the summit attempt. The route joins the southern circuit around

Lava Tower and Barranco, continues through Karanga and Barafu, then reaches Uhuru Peak



before descending through Mweka Gate. Fidelity Safaris operates this private Kilimanjaro Lemosho
route package with experienced mountain guides, camping support, meals on the mountain, and

pre-climb and post-climb logistics from Moshi.

Dav 1 Moshi to Londorossi Gate and Mti Mkubwa Camp

i Meals: Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Mti Mkubwa Camp
After breakfast in Moshi, meet the Fidelity Safaris mountain team and drive to Londorossi Gate for
registration and climb formalities. Continue to the starting point and begin trekking through the
rainforest zone. The trail introduces the western side of Mount Kilimanjaro with lush vegetation and
a quiet mountain atmosphere before reaching Mti Mkubwa Camp for dinner and overnight.

Arrive at Shira 1 Camp for dinner and overnight under
the clear mountain sky.

Todayu2019s trek crosses the Shira Plateau, offering wide views, volcanic scenery, and a strong
sense of open highland wilderness. The pace is steady and allows time to adjust to the changing
altitude. Continue across the plateau to Shira 2 Camp for dinner and overnight.

Dav 4 Shira 2 Camp to Lava Tower and Barranco Camp

Trek towards Lava Tower, an important landmark on the route, before descending to Barranco
Camp. This day exposes climbers to alpine desert scenery and dramatic views of Kilimanjarou2019s
upper slopes. The descent to Barranco provides a useful change in altitude profile before overnight
at one of the most impressive camps on the route.

Begin the day by climbing the Barranco Wall, a famous section of the Kilimanjaro southern circuit.
The route then follows a series of ridges and valleys with changing views of the mountain. Arrive at
Karanga Camp, where the afternoon is used for rest, meals, and preparation for the higher sections
of the climb.

After arrival, the mountain
team will prepare meals and your guide will brief you on the summit schedule and the final ascent
arrangements.

Point and then Uhuru Peak, the highest point on Mount Kilimanjaro. After time at the summit for
photos and celebration, descend carefully back toward Barafu and continue down to Mweka Camp
for rest, dinner, and overnight.

FAQs

Is the 8 days Kilimanjaro Lemosho route good for first-time climbers?

Yes. The Lemosho route is often chosen by first-time Kilimanjaro climbers who want a scenic route with more
days on the mountain. Climbers should still prepare physically and follow the guideu2019s pace and
instructions during the trek.

What makes the Kilimanjaro Lemosho route special?

The Kilimanjaro Lemosho route starts from the western side of the mountain, crosses the Shira Plateau, and
joins the southern circuit through Barranco, Karanga, and Barafu before the summit attempt.

Where does this Lemosho route climb start and end?

The climb starts through Londorossi Gate on the western side of Kilimanjaro and descends through Mweka
Gate after reaching Uhuru Peak.

Does this package include camping accommodation?

Yes. This is a camping-based Kilimanjaro climb. The package includes mountain camping arrangements,
meals during the trek, and support from guides, cook, and porters.

Can Fidelity Safaris arrange pre-climb and post-climb hotel nights?

Yes. Pre-climb and post-climb accommodation in Moshi can be added depending on arrival time, flight

schedule, and traveller preference.
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
